Dear Grant Applicant:

For 2008, The Autism Society of America – Oakland County Chapter (ASA/OCC) has a goal of increasing the quality and availability of summer inclusion camp opportunities for campers with ASD.  In order to accomplish this goal, the chapter will be awarding grants to 501c3 organizations who service campers from Oakland County and who wish to partner with us.  

Two kinds of grants will be awarded:

1) Camp training/consultative services grant.  One or more grants totaling $20,000 will be awarded to 501c3 organizations to provide training and consultative services to other organizations providing summer inclusion camp services.   The deadline for applying for a training/consultative services grant is February 1, 2008.  Grants will be awarded no later than March 1. 

 The organization awarded the grant will have:

· Demonstrated expertise in the area of training;

· Experience and knowledge working with children with ASD in inclusive settings.

Additional criteria for awarding the grant includes:

· Qualifications of the individuals who will be funded under the grant

· Specificity of the plan for services including the criteria that will be used for choosing which camps/programs to receive consulting services

· Evidence of working with other established non-profit camp providers in Oakland County to maximize the effectiveness/efficiency of the grant

· Cost effectiveness – number of Oakland County children and camps that will be reached through this grant

2) Shadow services/aide grants.   A limited amount of funds will be available for inclusion camps to hire personnel to provide direct support for campers with ASD.  Shadow services grants will be in amounts between $500 and $2,500.  The deadline for applying for a shadow services grant is March 15, 2008 and grants will be awarded by April 15, 2008.  Criteria for this grant will be:

· Commitment on the part of the camp to provide a beneficial experience to children with ASD

· Commitment on the part of the camp to seek the appropriate training/consultative services to ensure success in their inclusion program

· Evidence that these funds will increase the number of children with ASD who participate in their program.

· Camp programming fosters community inclusion and meaningful life participation for individuals with ASD
